HOLIDAY SAFETY TIPS

The Town doesn’t pick up Christmas Trees. Waste Management does. When disposing of any tree over 4 ft. tall please cut it to meet the required size for disposal. 
Maintain Your Holiday Lights: Inspect holiday lights each year for frayed wires, bare spots, gaps in the insulation, broken or cracked sockets, and excessive kinking before putting them up. Do not link more than three light strands. Connect strings of lights to an extension cord before plugging the cord into the outlet. Make sure to periodically check the wires - they should not be warm to the touch. Do Not Leave Holiday Lights on Unattended 
Notify the Oakland Police Dept. if you will be out of Town:

Please inform the Oakland Policed Department if you will be out of Town, so that an on duty officer may periodically patrol the area around your home as added security               
HOUSE NUMBERING PROJECT

If emergency crews were responding to your house and you were in danger, could they locate your home by the address number? Could they see the house numbers from the street, or across the road? Could they recognize that number at night? If you’ve answered ‘No’ to any of these question or if your house is currently un-numbered we urge you to purchase 3-inch reflective numbers so that your home can be identified in an emergency. This is a courtesy notice that the St. Johns River Water Management District and the Town of Oakland have established one day per week watering beginning November 1, 2010 through March 13, 2011.  Residents may irrigate on the first day of their customary two- day-per-week schedule as shown below.  Irrigation may be conducted between 12:00 AM and 10:00 AM and between 4:01 PM and 11:59 PM on your designated day.  The maximum time to irrigate is one hour per zone.
