Golf Cart Registration
Oakland permits the use of standard manufactured golf carts on Town Streets. The ordinance requires that all golf carts must be inspected and registered by the Oakland Police Department. Operators must be 14 years old or older and a registration sticker will be placed on the cart.  Registration is $12. This fee is not prorated during the year. A local fine of $25 will be imposed on users of unregistered golf carts.
