Ethics Questions

Clerk Balsavage asked the Commissioners the three (3) ethics questions regarding conflict of interest, receipt of gifts, and within the past three (3) months, ex parte communication regarding issues coming before the Commission. Each Commissioner answered “NO” to all three (3) ethics questions. 
Commissioner Phipps acknowledged that she heard from the Trailside Homeowner’s Association (HOA) to remind everyone they are on double meters.   She did not engage in conversation with them. 

Vice Mayor Satterfield stated he received an e-mail from resident Bob Christi who expressed his opinions, but he did not respond.  
Approval of Minutes
The Town Commission considered the October 12, 2010, Meeting minutes, as written.
Vice Mayor Satterfield said he needs to clarify his motion in the minutes regarding West Orange Lumber.    He gave the following stated to serve as a correction to the motion. 

“The request for a landscaping variance was denied.  The remaining landscaping for the application site is required is to be used on the north lot. “
Commissioner Phipps included a date correction. 
MOTION made by Vice Chairman Satterfield and Seconded by Commissioner Phipps to approve the Town Commission Meeting minutes of October 12, 2010, as corrected.  APPROVED (5-0)
Presentation / Ceremonial
Mayor Stark read the Mayor’s Proclamation for NATIONAL ARBOR DAY which the Town will honor on October 30, 2010, as part of our Heritage Day Festival Celebration.
Public  Hearing

Scott Modesitt, Summit Professional Services, stated this is the second of two (2) Public Hearings required for the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Application.  

MOTION made by Vice Chairman Satterfield and Seconded by Commissioner McMullen to submit the FY 2010 Housing Rehabilitation Small Cities Community Development Block Grant application to the Florida Department of Community Affairs. APPROVED (5-0)
Resolution 2010-08 - Authorizing the Mayor to Execute the CDBG Application.
MOTION made by Vice Chairman Satterfield and Seconded by Commissioner Welch to approve Resolution 2010-08 - Authorizing Mayor Stark to Execute the CDBG Application. APPROVED (5-0)
Other Policy Matters

Water Tower Discussion
Planning Director Magyar addressed the parks in Town.  He said the Town has seven (7) acres of active parks; two (2) passive parks totaling 150 acres; the West Orange Trail through Town is about six (6) acres.  Planning Director Magyar said the Town’s Comprehensive Plan calls for two (2) acres of active parks and three point one acres (3.1) of passive park land in Town. 
Commissioner Phipps asked what would happen if VanderLey was active.  
Planning Director Magyar said the Town would still be more than the 6.1 per capita.

Consulting Engineer Roberts thanked the landowners who offered their land for consideration for the water storage tank.

Consulting Engineer Roberts used a Power Point matrix showing the unweighted and the unweighted pros and cons of the various sites.  
Page  7 Matrix 1 - Weighted Evaluation for Water Tank Location at the end of the minutes
Page 8 Matrix 2 - UnWeighted Evaluation for Water Tank Location at the end of the minutes
Scott Breitenstein, P. E. with our Consultants CPH gave his professional opinion on the various possible alternative sites.  
Commissioner Phipps said she liked the idea of a “heritage railroad” theme.  She asked about putting the walk way out a little way from the tank, so a mural could be painted on the facility.   
Commissioner Phipps asked Engineer Roberts how many residents will benefit from the drainage that would be needed at VanderLey Park.   
Engineer Roberts replied about 82 residents would benefit from the drainage.
Commissioner Phipps asked Planning Director Magyar about the future land used for the park.  
Planning Director Magyar said they did identify future opportunities for VanderLey Park except for identifying various individual athletics spots for people to use or for a fitness trail.  
Commissioner Phipps commented to Mr. Breitenstein that it seems no matter where we look to place the water storage tank; we always come back to VanderLey Park.

Vice Mayor Satterfield asked about how deep the tank could be buried in the ground, and how much of it will be above ground.  
Mr. Breitenstein said the smaller the tank, the higher it will be.  He said the wider the tank then the shorter it would be.  
Mayor Stark said she was concerned with the scale of the project.  

Vice Mayor Satterfield asked the about the trees in the area where the tank could be located.

Planning Director Magyar said a lot of the trees need to come down because they are at the end of their life time, and some of the trees in that area are invasive trees.   He said the Town will replace any trees that come down.  

Mayor Stark said she believes the Commissioners have pondered every option.   She asked for verification on the Jefferson and Oakland Avenue site. 

Engineer Roberts said that site is adjacent to neighbor storm water drainage pond with no outfall, and he recommended keeping it as part of the drainage for that community.
Mayor Stark asked if there is a threshold at which we just can not get financing.  

Manager Foltz replied that he does not know what that would be.

Public speakers:
· Joseph Rouadi left without speaking.
· Brett Ray asked where the drainage or run-off is going. 

Engineer Roberts said the drainage will go to an existing outfall at Gulley and Winter’s Streets.  

· Jeff Alberts talked about the drainage problems he has at his house which is his main concern.

· Ken Ireland talked about the loss of parks for the children.   He said he spoke to Mosaic Church, and they indicated they are willing to work with the Town. He could help make the contact.  
Mayor Stark said they have tried to contact Mosaic Church, but they have not responded to the Town. 

Commission Welch addressed Mr. Ireland’s comments about the Maintenance Facility.  He said that most of the houses were built around the maintenance facility or the fire station that was there previously.  Commission Welch told Mr. Ireland if there is a problem with the maintenance shed then get with him or one of the other Commissioners. 

· Mrs. Dina Merritt declined to speak.

· Warren Griffin talked about the traffic solutions that could be resolved if the water storage tank is built at the charter school would solve.  It was Mr. Griffin’s opinion that to abandon the Charter School site would be ridiculous.  He said the Town should locate the additional water storage tank there, so when water is needed out on Highway 50 it will be nearby.    Mr. Griffin asked if the comprehensive plan would need to be amended.  
· Barry Snyder – supports Warren’s comments.  Decisions made by previous people.
Mayor Stark said the Commission has done all of the due diligence that is possible.  

Engineer Roberts said the Town has strong wells, and a strong distribution system which should cover the Town for the next 20 years.  However, the Town is desperate for water storage capacity to make that happen. 
Mayor Stark said she does not want to close the door on the opportunity to expand the school.  She said she likes the plan that was brought tonight.  

Commissioner Phipps said she agrees with Mayor Stark. She stated she is a “tree hugger,” but she likes this plan.

Vice Mayor Satterfield said if we are looking to the future, the kids are the future.

MOTION made by Vice Chairman Satterfield and Seconded by Commissioner McMullen to approve VanderLey Park as the site for the new water storage tank. APPROVED (5-0)
Town Manager Report

Manager Foltz asked the Commissioners to set a policy regarding requests for letters or Proclamations. 
Mayor Stark said if a local resident has been married for 50 or more years, or the birthday is significant, then a proclamation may be written.  
BY CONSENSUS, the Commissioners agreed with Mayor Stark

Manager Foltz asked the Commissioners to list their top five attributes for a new Police Chief, and submit it to him for the Search Committee.  He said the Search Committee consists of residents Warren Griffin, Frank Merritt, Fred Shepherd, Betty Wade, and Bill Sullivan.  
Manager Foltz said everything is ready for Heritage Day this next week-end.  

Manager Foltz asked the Commissioners their wished for the second meeting in November and in December.  He said there is a special use request in the industrial area which should be dealt with before next year. 

BY CONSENSUS, the Commissioners decided they would not meet on the second scheduled meeting dates in November or December; however, they will meet on November 16, after the Planning and Zoning Hearing, to hear the special use request in the industrial area.
Acting Chief Osselyn said his interview committee are meeting and interviewing the applicants for the Police Reserve.  He will need to have them sworn in at a Public Meeting. 


Planning Director Magyar said the Outdoor Display Ordinance will come before the Commission at the December 14 meeting.
Consulting Engineer Roberts gave updated reports on the turn land from Starr Street to the School; the Westside Paving; Speer Park Faucets; and Highway 50. 
Mayor and Commission Report(s)

Mayor Stark said she would like to look at different tables to use instead of the current dais.  She asked Staff to bring some recommendations to a future meeting. 

Vice Mayor Satterfield asked the Commissioners to set Santa Day for December 18 from 10 am until noon.

BY CONSENSUS, the Commissioners set Santa Day for December 18 from 10 am until noon.

Commissioner Phipps announced the Scenic Byway extension to continue to Dillard Street in Winter Garden was approved.  She said they are waiting for the official letter. 
Commissioner Welch said some residents are still having a dust problem from their streets.
