Public Hearing
SPX 10-03: Green Tea Salon, 640 W. Oakland Avenue, to allow a personal service use within the  I-1 zoning district. 

Planning Director Magyar introduced SPX 10-03: Green Tea Salon, 640 W. Oakland Avenue, to allow a personal service use within the I-1 zoning district.  He said Staff finds the applicant’s request to allow a personal service (salon and spa) in the I-1 zoning district meets the criteria for a special exception based upon the staff report, the submitted site plan, and the following facts and conditions: 

1. The site is compatible with the existing, surrounding mix of industrial and office uses.

2. A larger proportion of available parking may be used. The occupant shall use less convenient parking by employees.

3. No special septic system needs are required.

4. The proposed use will not generate excessive noise or environmental impacts. Surrounding uses may cause noise and vibration impacts. The Town will not be held responsible for future negative impacts if an undesirable use locates adjacent to the special exception.

5. The special exception shall become null and void if an application for a business tax license is not received and approved within 6 months. 

6. The special exception shall become null and void if the use is discontinued for six months or more.
Planning Director Magyar said the Planning and Zoning Board met prior to this meeting, and they recommended approval of the applicant’s request based upon Staff recommendations. Their vote was 4-1 in favor of the request. 
MOTION made by Vice Chairman Satterfield and Seconded by Commissioner Welch to approve SPX 10-03: Green Tea Salon with Staff’s recommendations, as presented.  APPROVED (4-0)
Resolution 2010-09 Opposing Senate Bill 550 – Mandatory Inspection of Septic Tanks

Manager Foltz introduced Resolution 2010-09 Opposing Senate Bill 550 which he said is a copy of the resolutions supported by Windermere, and other s municipalities.

Commissioner Welch said a Special Meeting of the Legislature was held today, and they did postpone implementation of Bill 550 until next summer.
MOTION made by Vice Chairman Satterfield and Seconded by Commissioner Welch to approve Resolution 2010-09 Opposing Senate Bill 550.  APPROVED (4-0)
 Other Policy Matters

Manager Foltz introduced Budget Amendment One (1).  He explained it is very important to maintain an up-to-date fleet of vehicles in our Police department to prevent the need for a large purchase to replace multiple vehicles in the future.   

Manager Foltz said our financial advisor has confirmed we have sufficient carryover to amend the cost of a new Police vehicle in to the FY 2011 Budget.   Since you are not scheduled to meet again until December 14, I am asking for the budget amendment at this time.   Manager Foltz said he wants to be assured we can place our order in a timely manner, so the Town will have the best choice of vehicle selection.
Said there are three things he will ask the Commissioners to decide tonight.
· Increase Law Enforcement Capital “Automobile Replacement Program”  by adding $27,500 for the purchase of a new Police Vehicle

· To increase General Government/Non-Departmental by $13,000 for “Contractual Services” to cover Attorney Fees.   The total for the two (2) amendments totals $40,500.
· Transfer $100,000 from carry over for the drainage project for a total of $160,000.   
MOTION made by Vice Chairman Satterfield and Seconded by Commissioner Welch to approve Budget Amendment No. 1 with the three recommendation, as presented by Manager Foltz.   APPROVED (4-0)
Town Manager Report(s)
Manager Foltz referenced a letter from the John’s Cove resident Mike Hudzic in which the Association had requested the Oakland Police Department to patrol and police their community.  The original request was granted by former Chief Driscoll, with a begin date of November 1st. 
BY CONSENSUS, the Commissioners agreed to the request.

Manager Foltz informed the Commissioners a copy of the ad for the Police Chief’s position is included in their packet.  He said all applications must be received by the Human Resources Department no later than 3:00 p.m., Friday, December 3, 2010.   
Manager Foltz asked the Commissioners to establish a policy on the pickup of debris by the Town. 

The Commissioners reviewed the history of the Clam Shell Truck and the Town’s use of the vehicle.  The review considered the expenses of operating the truck, driving to the landfill, and the tipping fees involved.  Before a decision is made to incur additional costs, Vice Mayor Satterfield recommended the Town Manager contact Waste Management’s Representative Jim Swan to see if this type of pick-up is available for individual homeowners. 
Commissioner Welch said if the Town needs to pick-up tree branches, the Town will need to purchase a larger mulcher, and to put a notice in the newsletter where they can pick-up free mulch.     

Acting Chief Osselyn stated he will have four (4) or five (5) new Reserve Police Officers to be sworn in on December 14.  
Consulting Engineer Roberts presented a timeline and history for the Drain well located t 410 E. Henschen Avenue on property currently owned by Barry Snyder.  Engineer Roberts said this project was identified as the number one (1) drainage priority in Town.   He said originally there was a cistern and well that were constructed in 1923.  The timeline and history laid out the problem with the system through October 2010.  Engineer Roberts said this does not have a simple solution, and it will be very costly for the Town.  However, it is a problem that must be corrected. 
Consulting Engineer Roberts reported he had a request for the Town to move the old water lines on Highway 50 for the widening efforts.    He asked them to review the contract with the Town.  Engineer Roberts said the contract included a provision that the contractor will remove the old abandoned water lines without additional charges to the Town.   Engineer Roberts said the contractor has verified that portion of the contract.
Consulting Engineer Roberts said he asked about the Stop Sign at Oakland Avenue and Old Highway 50.  He said FDOT has it under consideration.  He said it involves more than just the removal of the sign, but they are thinking about it.  
Clerk Balsavage informed the Commissioners that the renters who used the Meeting Hall last week-end for a Sweet 16 Party want to donate the lighting they had professionally installed around the gazebo and the front of the meeting hall.  She asked the Commissioners if they would like to accept this donation. 

Mayor Stark said it would be greatly appreciated by the Town.   She said to be sure to send them a thank you note.

Vice Mayor Satterfield asked Manager Foltz about the cleanup of Zak’s lot across from Marilyn Mack.  
Having no further business and without objection, Commissioner McMullen adjourned the meeting at  7:53 p.m.
