Town Manager Foltz went over the second reading of Ordinances 2011-02 and 2011-03.

b. Ordinance 2011-03 Rescinding Ordinance 2007-15

MOTION made by Commissioner Phipps and Seconded by Commissioner McMullen to approve Ordinance 2011-03.   APPROVED (3-0)

Other Policy Matters

a. Community Development Block Grant Consultant Services Ranking
Scott Modesitt from Summit Professional Services spoke about the 2010 Community Development Block Grant procurement process.  Each Commissioner had been given the consultants ranking sheets to look over before the meeting.  Discussion and ranking of the proposals was done during the meeting.  Once tabulated, Mayor Stark read the scores for the two proposers.  Summit Professional Services had the higher score.  
MOTION made by Commissioner Phipps and Seconded by Commissioner McMullen to approve Summit Professional Services for procurement of services for the 2010 Community Development Block Grant Program   APPROVED (3-0)
b. Resolution recognizing the Negative Health Impact of Secondhand Smoke       

     Resolution 2011-11

Town Manager Foltz explained that the resolution encourages Legislature to restore Home Rule.  Sarah Isaac from All into Health spoke about keeping parks smoke free.  
Resolution 2011-11 was read by Deputy Clerk Quinn.  

Commissioner McMullen offered a motion to adopt the resolution.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Phipps.  APPROVED (3-0)
c. Radio Rental Antenna 

Larry Roberts from Roberts Engineering spoke about the signal not being able to reach John Landing.  The best place to install an antenna would be in the subdivision but the Homeowner Association does not allow it, and did not grant the privilege to the town. We also met with an unsuccessful attempt from DOT.  Leasing with a private property owner is an option.  Commissioner McMullen advised Larry Roberts to reach out to Mr. King since there is a HOA meeting on November 17, 2011.  The board members may be able to be convinced to allow this.  Mayor Stark stated that we do not want to spend any money on this issue.  

c. Options to Mitigate Town Drainage onto Private Property 

See attached document - Follow up to Abby Schaffer Complaint of October 1, 2011 and additional Proposal to A & B submitted October 3, 2011.  After discussion, Commission voted for Proposal B with the funds being taken out of drainage.  
Commissioner Phipps offered a motion to approve Proposal B.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner McMullen.  APPROVED (3-0)

Town Manager Report:
Engineer
· Turn Signal at Tubb and SR 50
Consulting Engineer Roberts stated that the signal will become active November 14 or 15, with striping being done on Friday November 11.  
•
Historic Town Hall
Mr. Roberts said the consultants have turned in their 100% design plans and they feel strongly that the repair costs will be the same as replacement costs.  
•
Curb around East Side of Historic Town Hall
Mr. Roberts stated he would like to propose to not add curbing or downspout work with the interior work project; he would like to use Town labor to build a curb around the landscape bed.  The downspout can then be dumped over the curb, so it does not go under the building via the landscaping.
Planning Director Magyar

· Hull Avenue Park
Mr. Magyar said that he the attended workshop at the church and finalized the design for the park.  He is now getting costs for improvement and capitol costs for the playground.  
· Leaning Tree
Mr. Magyar stated that an arborist had been hired to take a look at the two trees remaining of Gulley.  The report has come back with a recommendation to remove them.  
· Oakland Avenue Trees/Progress Energy

Mr. Magyar spoke about the tree that has died at 113 West Oakland Avenue.  We are looking at getting a bid for removal of the tree and having Progress Energy to have the top of the trees removed over the power lines.  This would be done the same time as the trimming of the trees.
Principal Cason
· Turn Lane
Principal Cason reported all of the parents are being urged now that the new turn lane is open, to be good neighbors by not cutting through the church parking lot or blocking driveways.  Reminders will be sent out again.  
· Charter School Conference

Principal Cason said that she will be attending the Charter School Conference.  Title II money was also used to allow some teachers to also attend.
· Book Fair

Principal Cason stated that the Book Fair will be at Barnes & Noble on Tuesday evening, November 15.  Any online or in store purchases made by mentioning Oakland Avenue Charter School, we will than receive proceeds from those sales.

Police Chief Thomas

· BYRNE Grant
Chief Thomas stated that the Mayor has signed off on the Byrne Grant for this year.  Unfortunately, it is smaller than years past. We will be able to purchase flashlights, digital cameras and safety vests for all of the officers.  
Commissioner McMullen told Chief Thomas that he has seen some of the Police Officers playing basketball with the local kids.  The entire Commission was very much appreciative of this.  

Deputy Clerk Quinn
· Florida Association of City Clerks Fall Academy
Ms. Quinn said that the Clerks Academy she attended was very informational and that she is looking forward to attending additional Clerk training.  
· Election Status

Ms. Quinn stated that petition qualifying for the election runs from November 1 through November 15. November 16 through the 21 you may qualify by a fee.  The candidates’ names are due to the Supervisor of Elections on November 22.  

Town Manager 
· Barbara McDaniel

Town Manager Foltz introduced Barbara McDaniel who will be mentoring Stacie and helping to continue organize the clerks office.

· Financial Report
Mr. Foltz stated he would prefer to go over the Financial Report during the next meeting after sitting down with each department head.  
· Redistricting
Town Manager Foltz stated that November 15 is the meeting to discuss redistricting.  There are still two options that are open.  Commissioner McMullen will be in attendance at the meeting.  
· Porta Potty at the Dock
The Town Manager said that since Frank Merritt could not be in attendance today he would like to move this issue to the next Commission meeting.  
· Upcoming Items for December 13 Agenda
Roland Magyar will have the first reading of the land use ordinance at the next Commission meeting.
· Schedules
Mr. Foltz gave a list of the holiday closings for the Town and School.  He also went over the time that staff will be taking off.
· Fire Services Charter
Mr. Foltz said the Town had received a bill for fire services that was larger than budgeted for.  He checked into why and was told it was because we pay the bill monthly.  If we start to pay twice a year instead of monthly we may receive a discount.
· Vose Law Firm
We will confirm directly with Attorney Ed Mills, that there are going to be a couple areas that we will be utilizing other law firms for.
· Evaluations
Town Manager Foltz went over the guiding criteria with each department head and will be getting back with each of them for their evaluation.
· Coalition
Mr. Foltz went over the list of activities planned, that the coalition will be doing for December 10.  The coalition will also be visiting Mt. Zion this Saturday.

· Charter Review Committee
The Charter Review Committee met November 2 and plan to meet on November 16 as well.
